1. Air Pollution Control: supply of air pollution control technologies and services, including gas scrubbers, dust collectors, incinerators; installation and servicing of this equipment. 

2. Contaminated Land Remediation: supply of technologies and services for remediating contaminated land and groundwater and bringing derelict land into use. 

3. Energy Management: supply of energy management and efficiency products and services such as energy audits and energy efficiency advice, building energy management systems, insulation in buildings, combined heat and power plants. 

4. Environmental Consultancy Services: provision of a wide range of consultancy services including environmental audit, environmental management systems advice and training, life cycle assessment, environmental impact assessment, advice on environmental regulations and sustainability appraisals. 

5. Environmental Monitoring, Instrumentation and Analysis: supply of technologies and services for measuring environmental quality and monitoring polluting emissions, including laboratory analysis. 

6. Marine Pollution: supply of technologies and services for controlling and minimising marine pollution using for example oil absorbents and booms; and marine prevention training, monitoring and clean-up services. 

7. Noise and Vibrations Control: technologies and services for monitoring, controlling and reducing noise and vibration. Technologies include noise meters, monitoring systems and mufflers and services such as noise monitoring and control advice. 

8. Renewable and Low Carbon Energy: technologies and services for the generation, collection and transmission of renewable energy including: wind, photovoltaics, biomass, tidal, solar and geothermal energy sources. 

9. Waste Management, Recovery and Recycling: services include waste collection, treatment, disposal, waste minimisation, resource recovery and recycling including for example: paper, metals, plastics, solvents, oils, wood and glass; and technologies such as bins, shedders, separators, compactors and waste management vehicles. 

10. Water and Wastewater Treatment: supply of technologies and services for provision of drinking water and wastewater treatment for industrial and domestic users. Includes the manufacture of WWT equipment, design, construction, installation, management and operation of water and wastewater treatment facilities. Technologies include aeration systems, separation and chemical treatments. 

11. Cleaner Technologies and Processes: supply of equipment and expertise to improve the environmental performance of processes and minimise waste and pollution at source rather than adopting ‘end-of-pipe’ pollution control - including aspects of process engineering, process control and automation.  This is increasingly an integral part of other sub-sectors outlined above, so has not been treated as a separate sub-sector.
